Sec. 6. If three or more persons shall
assemble together with intention to do
any unlawful act with force and vio-
len e, ag inst the person or property of
another, or to do any other unlawful
act against the pe ce and to the terror
of the people, or being lawfully assem-
bled, shall agree with each other to do
any unlawful act as aforesaid, and shall
make any movements and preparati-
on therefor, the persons so offending,
and upon conviction thereof shall pay
as a fine, each, to this Territory, the
sum of sixteen dollars, and find surety
for their good behaviour, respectively,
for the space of six months, and stand
committed until sentence be perform-

ed.

Whenever three or more persons shall
be assembled, as aforesaid, & proceed-
ing to commit any of the offences as
aforesaid, it shall be the duty of all
Judges, Justices of the Peace and She-
riffs, and all ministerial officers imme-
diately upon actual view, or as son
as may be, upon information, to
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
